ESC classes provide Del Mar Heights School with credentialed teachers who specialize in science, technology, art, Spanish and physical education.  ESC teachers work together with classroom teachers to enhance the core curriculum; thereby supporting our mission to educate the “whole” child by providing students with opportunities for hands-on activities, problem-solving, teamwork, and exposure to the fine arts beyond what is possible in the general education classroom.  In addition, our ESC teachers provide a multitude of opportunities that go beyond the core curriculum standards through lunch clubs as well as after school activities.
